RE:  Filing 990N(e-postcard) with IRS

It is most unfortunate that there has been so much difficulty in filing the 990N(e-postcard) on line.  I have made numerous calls to IRS , I hope that I have finally something positive to share with you.  Today I talked with Wardleigh (IRS Agent # 1000145169), she said that the list of subordinates was finally received as of October 28, 2010.  The original list was submitted with the application for group exemption on August 20, 2009, the second list was sent by overnight mail on October 13, 2010, and the third list was faxed on October 20, 2010.


The agent indicated that it may take up to eight weeks for the list to be updated in the computer for VRTA.  She said to wait until near the end of the year or the first of January 2011 to file the e-postcard on line.  She also said that there would be no penalties for filing late, because the list was there and VRTA subordinates had been recognized as exempt from federal income tax under section 501 ( c ) ( 4 ) of the IRS Code. 

The annual report for VRTA will still be due no later than March 31, 2011, if not sooner.  Make certain that I have a Policy Statement for your District or Unit signed and dated by two officers, the Constitution/Bylaws signed and dated by two officers when approved, revised or edited with 501 (c ) ( 4 ) included and not 501 ( c) ( 3).  This is a must for IRS.  I also need a budget signed by two officers and dated when approved.  Some of you have already submitted this information.


Thank you for your cooperation.  I am sorry that filing has been such a problem and appreciate your patience.
